New innovative service lines have been developed and immediate cost savings made. Chris has also presented a case study of the Shell UK HQ refit – the world’s largest green refit of a corporate HQ.
Future fuel feature
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Chris appeared on BBC TV with the MD of SAAB in the UK to promote the SAAB 9-5 Bio Power car and encourage the UK Government to support the production and supply of bio fuels. Morrisons' is the first UK petrol retailer to commit to providing E85 at each of its new supermarket filling stations. More recently Chris took delivery of one of the new bio power cars which uses 70% less CO2 when running on bio ethanol. A keen cyclist and user of public transport Chris also wanted to reduce the emissions from his car usage. This year he also committed to train over plane travel where feasible.

Al Gore meeting
After taking 20 client staff to see the film An Inconvenient Truth the documentary style film presented by Al Gore the next step was to meet the man himself. By participating in the World Forum on Enterprise & Environment convened by Sir David King, Chris listened to Al Gore and then received a signed copy of his book. The meeting in Oxford is set to become the annual event for the Smith School of Enterprise & Environment. 
Innovation award
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Chris was pleased to receive an award from Doug Richard formerly of BBC2 Dragons’ Den fame for his eco-bin invention. The award was for being a finalist in the UK’s largest ever business competition run by EEDA and CREATE. The eco-bin has now received a patent and after successful field trials the eco-bin has been re-designed to reduce manufacturing costs. Pictures of the new design are not yet on the web site at www.eco-bin.com but the new design looks seriously stylish for any kitchen as a stand alone recycling container with integral can and bottle crusher.

The field trials were originally funded by Defra as part of national research on householder incentives for recycling. Additional funding was provided by London ReMade. Waste Watch was commissioned to design and print a user guide and re-usable stickers and Network Recycling was commissioned to provide an independent composition analysis.
